As you know, there continues to be concerns and questions related to how the Fall athletic season plans to restart. While we are in the business of educating, our first priority is the safety of our student athletes and our coaching staff. Be assured, we have been working diligently with the N.J.S.I.A.A. and the S.E.C. Conference on the start of the 2020-2021 sports season. 

Due to all the factors and information needed to plan as COVID-19 issues continue, the expectations are to return to sports with enhanced safety and cleaning procedures. However, we must be proactive and be prepared during these ever-changing times to continue educating our students if and when circumstances change throughout the year related to the health and safety of our student athletes and coaches.

The East Orange Campus Athletic Department and Campus Administration have been planning for increased safety procedures that will be taken at every Jaguar football home game. The following guidelines will be followed in accordance with protocols from the Centers for Disease Control (C.D.C.):

I. NJSIAA are limiting the stadium to only 500 spectators per game

2. Parents & student athletes 
3. Spectators/guests on a first come, first serve policy
4. Cost of Admission
· $4.00 for everyone

· $2.00 for children/seniors
II. Super Essex Conference code of conduct and enhanced safety guidelines 
III. Spectators will be required to social distance in bleachers (6 feet)
IV. Face coverings are to be worn
The priority of the East Orange Campus Athletic Department is to keep everyone safe. We fully understand your varied concerns about health and safety, social distancing, the importance of face-to-face instruction, and all of the other unexpected consequences of not being in school in a traditional method. As we move forward, we are also taking into consideration that we have medically compromised students. Parents of students with a higher risk of severe illness can contact the E.O. Campus Athletic Department, if needed, before the start of Fall athletic competitions. As we continue the Fall 2020-2021 Jaguar athletic season, we will keep you updated.
